ofgz’r[c However, in respect of SC and ST students a relaxation of 3 years is given.

The Vice-Chancellor of HPU Shimla has the power to permit age relaxation up to
a maximum of 6 months. All such cases could provisionally be granted age
relaxation up to six months by the Principal and a consolidated list of such cases
be sent for approval of the Vice-Chancellor. A candidate who has availed age
relaxation at the time of first admission shall be eligible for the same in the

subsequent classes also.

ELIGIBILITY FOR ADMISSION

The candidate should have passed the Senior Secondary (+2) Examination
(Academic Stream) conducted by the H.P. Board of School Education or an
examination accepted as equivalent there to by the various bodies of the H. P.
University:

(1) Provided that the candidates who have passed the qualifying examination
with science stream shall be given preference in admission to B.Sc. / B.C.A.
program.

(2) Provided that the candidates who have passed the qualifying examination
with commerce stream shall be given preference in admission to B.Com.

(3) Provided that the candidates who have passed the qualifying examination
with mathematics as one of the subjects shall be given preference in admission
to B.C.A. program.

(4) Admission is purely on merit basis. Rounding of fraction of marks is

permissible as per norms.

MIGRATION RULES

Migration from other colleges to this college and vice-versa is governed by HP UniversityRules.

A migration certificate can be issued only if the student is registered with the HP University.



CHOICE BASED CREDIT SYSTEM (CBCS)

FOR UNDERGRADUATE COURSES

The Himachal Pradesh University vide Letter No. 2-1/2012 H.P.U. (Academic)
dated 4 June 2016 has notified the acceptance of the latest course curviculum
under Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) brought out by the University Grant
Commission for implementation of academic sessiorn 2020-21.

OUTLINES OF CHOICE BASED CREDIT SYSTEM:

1. Core Course: (12 for general courses; 4 discipline specific papers each for
regular courses and 2 papers each for English and Hindi/MILin B.A./B.Com.

2. Elective Course: Generally a course which can be chosen from a pool of
courses and which may be very specific or specialized or advanced or supportive
to the discipline/ subject of study or which provides an extended scope or which
enables an exposure to some other discipline/subject/domain or nurtures the
candidate's proficiency/skill is called an Elective Course.

Discipline Specific Elective (DSE): (2 each for regular courses): An elective
course offered under the main discipline/ subject of study is referred to as
Discipline Specific Elective.

Generic Elective (GE) Course: (2 each for B.A./B.Com. regular courses): An
elective course chosen from an unrelated discipline/subject, with an intention to
seek exposure beyond discipline/s of choice is called a Generic Elective.

3. Ability Enhancement Courses (AEC): The Ability Enhancement (AE) Courses
may be of two kinds: Ability Enhancement Compulsory Courses (AECC) and Skill
Enhancement Courses (SEC). “AECC” courses are the courses based upon the
content that leads to Knowledge enhancement; (i) Environmental Science and
(ii) English/Hindi/MIL Communication/Sanskrit.

Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC): (4 for regular courses): These courses may
be chosen from a pool of courses designed to provide value-based and/or skill-
based knowledge and should contain both theory and lab/hands-on/training/field
work. The main purpose of these courses is to provide students life-skills in
hands-on mode so as to increase their employability.

EXAMINATION & EVALUATION SYSTEM
PERMISSIBLE SUBJECT COMBINATIONS IN B.SC.

The Evaluation System in CBCS will consist of two components:

(i) Continuous Comprehensive Evaluation (CCE): accounting for 30%
of the final grade that a student gets in a course ; and

(ii) End-Semester Examination (ESE): accounting for the remaining
70% of the final grade that a student gets in a course.

(1) Continuous Comprehensive Evaluation (CCE): This would have the
following components :

(a) Classroom Attendance: Each student will have to attend a
minimum of 75% Lectures /Tutorials/ Practicals. The 5 marks of the
CCE will be awarded on the basis of this attendance.

(b) Mid-Term Tests: There will be one mid-term test of 15 marks. It is
mandatory to appear in mid-term test & every student must score 45%
marks to become eligible for end-term examination.

(c) Seminar /Assignment :

(i) The 10 marks of the CCE will be awarded on the basis of
seminar/assignment etc. that the course teacher might give to the
students.

- End-Semester/Examination (ESE): The remaining 70% of the final
grade of the student in a course will be on the basis of an
external end-semester examination (ESE) conducted by the
university. It will be of three hours duration and cover the entire
syllabus of the course as prescribed by the University.

RE-ADMISSION

Punishment shall be exemplary and justifiably
harsh. Punishment for ragging includes:

Imprisonment, fine or both.
Expulsion from the institution, suspension from the institution or classes for a
limitedperiod or fine with a public apology.
