Results of Analysis of Students’ Feedback Regarding Curriculum
Academic Session 2020-21

Students are the direct beneficiary of the college and hence are the major Stakeholders. Their feedback
is a prime factor for the enhancement of the learning environment and can help teachers to enhance
their skills. Students’ feedback on Course curriculum at SGGSI Govt. College Paonta Sahib is
designed to get know on students’ opinion about the curriculum. It is also decisive factor for
improving course delivery and students’ learning experience. A feedback of 1570 students of various

courses was sought for the academic session 2020-21.

Feedback from students allows them the opportunity to comment on various aspects of curriculum.
This provides us with valuable suggestion for further improvement of the curriculum, which can be

forwarded to the University for further action.

Methodology

The curriculum feedback from parents has been collected through structured questionnaire, which

includes 15 questions on various aspects of curriculum.

1570 responses of Students® feedback forms on curriculum have been received on different papers
taught by them. A Five Point Likert Scale has been used with weights assigned from 1 to 5 to different

levels as follows:
1= Strongly Disagree/ Highly Dissatisfied/ Lack/Very Bad
2= Disagree/ Dissatisfied/ Inadequate/Bad
= Neutral / No Opinion/ Average
4= Agree/ Satisfied / Adequate/Good
5 = Strongly Agree/ Highly Satisfied/ Abundance/ Very Good
The range of each level is determined by the following formula:

Highest point on Likert Scale- Lowest Point on Likert Scale)/Number of Levels used
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Therefore: Range= (5-1)/5 => 4/5 => 0.8
